SUBJECT: Minutes to ANG Bowling Delegates Meeting

1. The 1996 ANG Bowling Delegates meeting was conducted on 17 May 1996, 1930 hours, at the Holiday Inn, Terre Haute, Indiana. Mr. Bob Anderson presided as Chairman. Lonnie Boyce, ANG Tournament Coordinator, welcome bowlers and thanked his staff – Larry Weaver, John McWilliams, and Jim Marcum – for making the 34th Annual ANG Bowling Tournament a success.

2. AGENDA:

2.1 Treasure’s Report (Tony Albright). $4,637.85 to be used toward the ANG Bowling Tournament Museum which will be located in Martinsburg, West Virginia where the tournament originated. The fund was started in 1988 with $.25 per bowler per event going into the fund. Houston, Texas still owes $740.25 and the Board of Directors will get together and decide what to do to get the money back.

2.2 Museum Update (Greg Propst) Greg sent a packet to every unit requesting what items he still needs for the museum display. He would like to have two of each item in case something should happen to one of them. Pictures of the museum will be taken and displayed next year in Memphis. Send the items to Greg Propst, 167th AW, 222 Sabre Jet Blvd, Martinsburg, WV 25401, DSN 242-9279.

2.3 1997 Tournament (George Harper). Memphis packets were distributed (one per unit represented). George wants 250 teams next year! All bowling centers are within 15 minutes of each other with auto-scoring and 40+ lanes. Tournament will be 8-11 may 1997. Memphis Hilton Hotel has 400 rooms available at $50.00 each. He will e-mail units and let them know how far in advance they can reserve rooms. There are 9-10 casinos in Memphis with more going up by next year. Shuttle buses can be used from the motel to the casinos. Bowling packages will be mailed to units not later than 25 December 1996 with a cutoff date for entry of 1 March 1997. This is so Memphis can mail the times and houses you bowl in prior to the tournament. Bowling fees will be the same for next year.

2.4 Leave Status for Tournament (reminder). Technicians will be on leave and AGRs will be permissive TDY  - no drill status permitted.

2.5 Bids for 1998 Tournament. Representative from 128ARG Milwaukee, WI, 122FE Fort Wayne, IN, and 182FW Peoria, IL pleaded their cases to have the tournament in 1998. Thirty-eight (38) delegates were in attendance and voted 17, 15, and 7 for Peoria, IL with Milwaukee WI coming in second. Other units pleading their cases were Wichita KS for 1999 and Louisville KY and Battle Creek MI for 2000.

2.6 Board of Directors Change. Bob Anderson stated he would be retiring in 1997 or 1998 and will need to fill his spot as Chairman.

2.7 Spouses Bowling. After much discussion, a motion was made by Tom Schliep, 178FW Springfield, Ohio to have the by-laws changed to read that “spouses will be allow to bowl”. Tony Albright (122FW) seconded it. Delegates voted 18 to 17 in favor of this motion.

3. DISCUSSION: 

3.1 Regional Tournaments. If airlift does become a problem in the future, the board of Directors will think about have regional tournaments.  Everyone agreed to keep the tournament in the central part of the United States.

3.2 A suggestion was made to have an itinerary published prior to tournament – put this in the book and posted at the bowling centers.

3.3 Discussion on scheduling future tournaments (more than two years out). A motion was made to have Louisville KY host the 2000 tournament. Delegates present voted against this due to unpredictable deployments, inspection, and change of commanders who may not want to host the tournament.

3.4 It was mentioned that the delegates appreciated the alphabetical listing of bowlers that was included in each welcome packet. It was also suggested that a “by state” listing also be included.

4. The meeting was adjourned at 2100 hours.
