Meeting was called to order at 7:10 p.m.

Russ VanNortwick conducted roll call 

Treasurers Report shows as of the end of April the balance is $4,702.33

The question was brought up about the ANG Bowling Tournament Sanction Letter.  Seems to be no one received it and the Guard Bureau says they sent it out Feb 01.  If anyone receives this letter via DMS please forward it to Greg Propst and Russ VanNortwick. Next year and the following years please ensure you get the information up to the Bureau in plenty of time and keep on them about it.  From most folks knowledge we haven’t had a sanction letter for a few years.

Thanks, went out to Bird Siegel on hosting this years tournament.  Bird had a few words to say. 

First of all, welcome and thanks for coming

Second – How did everyone like the registration being held at the host hotel instead of the hangar?  Everyone was in agreement it was great.  

Otis Shinn from Charleston, WV had passed away on the 10th of May at the tournament.  Sorry to see him go.

Last year Gary Anderson was going to check about getting airlift approved through the Guard Bureau.  No response has come out of this yet.  Col Davenport who is in charge of the Sports Office at NGB will be Gary’s POC.  Once we get him a count of how many personnel we are looking at for airlift then Gary can go back and report that to Col Davenport, in advance, and the airlift can be sanctioned possibly.  Discussion of possible pickup points if this goes through:  Alaska; Hawaii; Stewart, NY; Selfridge, MI; Savannah, GA; Phoenix, AZ; Memphis, TN; Lincoln, NE; Martinsburg, WV.  Gary Anderson, Bob Anderson and George Harper will be the POC’s for this, so if you have any information, please get it to them.

Tournament rules and By-laws were discussed in depth.  

1. Averages for people that don’t bowl on League should be minimum average for men and women.

2. Rules for eligibility – Guard members, Act/Retired; Spouses, Act/Retired; State employees; what about other dependents?

3. Standardize and clarify if this tournament is a Morale tournament or a Regular tournament.

These items have been tabled and will be discussed throughout the year.  The Chairman and the 2 prior and 2 future host unit delegates and Paul Carder and Jim McGrean from Des Moines, will work on by-laws to be drafted and presented up for vote in St. Louis in May 2002, then once agreed upon will be posted to the Bowling museum web site:         http://www.wvmart.ang.af.mil/bowling/
