32nd Annual ANG Bowling Tournament

MINUTES OF DELEGATES MEETING

DENVER, COLORADO

1. The meeting was called to order at 1900 hours, 6 May 1994.

2. Total of 25 delegates was in attendance.

3. OLD BUSINESS:

a. Discussed making a poster of all the patches that have been designed over the past 32 years. Their seemed to be no interest and it was dropped.

b. Discussed a rule change to increase from 75% to 80% on the handicap system now being used. This was brought up to help the lower average bowler. The states bowling association president from Fargo was in attendance and asked for his input. He stated that a 5% increase in handicap would not really help the lower average bowler. Motion was defeated.

c.  Who would take the minutes??? It was decided that the board of directors would be responsible and publish the minutes.

d. Review the responsibilities of the Unit Representative. Attached to these minutes will be a copy of the delegate’s responsibilities. (Remember it is the Unit Representative job to make sure that all averages sent in are current) Also once the registration form is sent in it is final and changes will be made only if someone drops out.

e. Tony Albright gave a report on the ANG Bowling Museum. The checking account (Air National Guard Museum) has been opened. He reported that there is about $4,000 which is now being collected. Karen King Smith was sending $1,900.00, monies, which had been collected prior to the 1990 tournament. A problem with Houston’s monies will be taken up by the board of directors and a report given at the Fargo delegates meeting. Both Des Moines and Birmingham had brought checks and gave them to Tony. The checks totaled $1,418.00. After Denver’s money is collected a financial statement will be completed and a report given at next delegates meeting.

f. Gary Anderson from the Guard Bureau was in attendance, he is taking over for Karen King Smith. It looks like there is no room at the Guard Bureau to set up a display. Question now is what about the items that already have been sent to the Guard Bureau and what should be done with them. It was suggested that the board of directors contact the West Virginia unit to see if it would be feasible to establish some type of display case for these items.

4. NEW BUSINESS

a. Alaska again has requested to host the tournament (sometime in the future). After some discussion it just wouldn’t be feasible, because of the transportation problem.

b. Bids for the 1996 tournament were put on the floor. Terre Haute, Indiana was selected to host the 1996 tournament.

c. Two units showed interest in hosting the 1997 tournament. They were St. Louis MO and Ft. Wayne, IN. Also Milwaukee WI is looking at 1998.

d. A new directory was issued. Everyone was asked to make sure that the information is correct. If not contact Wayne Mercil in Fargo with the correct information.

e. Mr. Brian Olson, North Dakota State Bowling Association President was introduced. He said that everyone was looking forward to next year, and he and his staff would do everything possible working with Fargo ANG to insure another successful tournament.

f. The 1995 tournament director (Wayne Mercil) reported that everything was going great. One concern he had was the size of the alleys. Because of this we may need to bowl 4 or 5 shifts. Another option might be to have some individuals bowl on Thursday night or Sunday morning. This will be addressed and will be on the entry form. All entry forms should be returned NLT 30 march 1995. The host hotel will be the Holiday Inn Fargo. Wayne also guarantees that there would be no SNOW for the tournament.

g. The 1995 package will be sent in the mail on 5 December 1994.
